Diabetes is considered a disability and protected by federal law.  The American Diabetes Association defines non-medical school personnel identified by the school nurse, school administrator, and parent as a Diabetes Trained Person (DTP). They receive training coordinated by the school nurse in diabetes care, which may include blood glucose monitoring, insulin and glucagon administration, recognition and treatment of hypoglycemia/ hyperglycemia, and ketone checks. 
A.R.S. 15-344-01 requires Arizona School Districts to include in DTP training:
· An overview of all types of diabetes.

· The symptoms and treatment of hyperglycemia and hypoglycemia.

· Techniques for determining the proper dose of insulin in a specific situation based on instructions provided in the orders submitted by the pupil’s physician.

· Techniques for recognizing the symptoms that require the administration of glucagon.
· Techniques on administering glucagon.

The DTP will be “held harmless” as per A.R.S. 15-344.01
As per A.R.S 15-344-01 and TUSD Governing Board Policy JLCD, the school nurse will train the health assistant, any principal designees, and/or staff as requested by parent, in diabetes care, which may include blood glucose monitoring, insulin and glucagon administration, recognition and treatment of hypoglycemia/hyperglycemia and ketone checks.
